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1. A change in the structure of the TAFE system, has led to the IE Aust having input into the various courses available. This pertains to the MERSITAB(Metals and Engineering Industrial Training Board).

2. This led to a review of the courses available, and added those courses which were deemed by the professional body to be pertinent.

3. The change has led to Industrial Engineering being accepted as a valid course within the TAFE system.

4.  The IE course at the moment is only available in NSW.

5. The course is called Advanced Diploma of Manufacturing Systems.

6. Subjects include Work Study(which was previously unavailable), Project Management, Plant Layout, Critical Path & Project Analysis, Quality Management etc.

7. Hopefully this course will become available throughout Australia.

8. At the moment David Karr is lecturing Project Management at the Midland College of TAFE.
